The properties link to the 

real estate development of the Ladd 

Estate Trust Company and its pro-

jects in Eastmoreland, Westmore-

land, Ladd's Addition, Dunthorpe, 

and Lake Oswego. 

Stephen Dow Beckham is the Pam-

plin Professor of History at Lewis & 

Clark.  He started his 41st year of 

college teaching in September, 

2009, offering courses on the his-

tory of the American West, Ameri-

can Indian, Pacific Northwest, and 

American environmental history.  

Prof. Beckham earned his degrees at 

the University of Oregon and 

UCLA.
